It immediately seduces with its delicate aromas of white peach, apricot, and
citrus (grapefruit or blood orange), accompanied by floral and delicate spice nuances, with a saline and
herbaceous hint that reveals its Bandol terroir. This indulgent yet structured rosé (with an unexpected
density for a rosé) is considered a true gastronomic wine.
