Made from a blend dominated by Cabernet Sauvignon, complemented by Merlot, Cabernet
Franc, and Petit Verdot, it offers a deep color and a complex nose combining aromas of blackcurrant,
black cherry, cedar, tobacco, and graphite. On the palate, it has a solid tannic structure, beautiful
freshness, and a long, elegant finish. A powerful and refined wine, ideal for pairing with red meats, game,
or mature cheeses.
