Nestled in the heart of the prestigious Côte de Beaune, the commune of Puligny-Montrachet embodies the
excellence of great white Burgundy, with exceptional terroirs such as the Premier Cru Les Folatières. This
wine by Drouhin reveals a refined nose with floral notes of hawthorn, acacia honey, and ripe white fruits,
supported by a chiseled minerality.  On the palate, the balance is remarkable: silky fullness, crystalline

freshness, and a long, saline finish that testifies to its noble aging in oak barrels. The precise vinification,
respecting the fruit and the terroir, enhances the purity of the Chardonnay in all its complexity. Ideal with
noble fish, roast lobster,  or poultry in cream sauce, this Premier Cru will  appeal to both discerning wine

lovers and those passionate about great wines for aging.
